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Course description
This course introduces students to the critical concepts, social theories, disciplines
approaches and research methods on ethnicity by taking sociology as its primary
perspective. This course also discusses the important issues on ethnic relations and the
problems occur in current social change of ethnic minorities in China by the purpose of
theoretical and method application. This course will promote the students’ academic

interests and deepen their disciplinary insights on ethnic study of China.
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
