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The main content of this course is the translation—-training, explanation and revision of
the English literatures of sociology and politics, and the lectures on the theories and
skills of translation and the related principles of hermeneutics combined with the
translation practices. In the part of translation practice, the literatures to be
translated are mainly the English literatures of animal sociology and animal politics,
and a few of them are that of animal ethics. The English literatures used in the course
are selected from the first-class Ethologists in the world (including Konrad Lorenz
Edward Wilson, Frans de Waal, Vitus Droescher, Desmond Morris, Jane Goodall, Christopher
Boem, Peter Singer and so on), and are mainly related to the organizing mode of animal
societies, population control, gender relations, parent—child relationship, positional
relationship in societies, conflict and peace, moral evolution, animal rights and so on.
