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How international political and economic systems interact? What is the relationship between
government and market under globalization? How much should government intervene in the market?
How do economic factors affect the relations among states and domestic politics? This course aims
to answer the above questions, and provides an introduction to the basic relation between politics

and economics. The objective is to help students to understand and think about political and
economic systems, forces and agents interact across international and domestic levels.
